On Tuesday June 26th, beginning at 5pm, the New Haven community is cast to play a part in “Indiana Jones and the Temple Street Festival.” New Haven’s Office of Cultural Affairs is offering an evening of entirely free activities in three venues: the Green, Temple Street and Temple Plaza.  The grand finale will be a screening of “Indiana Jones and the Raiders of The Lost Ark” at dusk on the lower Green with free popcorn sponsored by Lucas Films/Paramount. The event kicks off at 5pm with a performance on the Green by the all-female acrobatic troupe, the “Aerial Angels.”  These professional circus performers will be presenting new circus/cirque-style acrobatics and gravity-defying stunts, and in the spirit of Indy, they will include whip-cracking and fire eating!  The Angels will perform several short shows throughout the evening.
The Green will be a destination for the entire family to enjoy with multiple free activities and affordable food.  Some of the attractions include a carousel, the New Haven Parks Department climbing wall, “Uncle Chip” the Entertainer and food vendors.  The New Haven County Cutters will also be there with their “bounce house,” “fast pitch” game and Tripper, the Cutters mascot.  This will be a perfect spot for New Haven families to celebrate the end of the school year.
A short walk from the Green, at Temple Plaza, enjoy the live music of “Wasco 6-0” and cocktails at plaza restaurants, sponsored by New Haven’s own UltraRadio.  Join Ultra Radio as they celebrate their sixth birthday.  

Temple Street will be hard to miss with a cutting edge laser light show by Connecticut Lasers.  This will no doubt draw crowds to enjoy Temple Street restaurant’s many clever promotions including contests, food and drink specials and themed activities related to Indiana Jones.  On the corner of Temple and Crown Streets there will be a face painter and a balloon artist for the kids. Chalk artists will engage adults and children alike by decorating the streets and sidewalks.
The Indiana Jones Symphony Orchestra will be getting the crowds in the mood for “Raiders of the Lost Ark” by performing some of John Williams’ music from the movie at 8:30pm on the New Haven Green.  This orchestra features members from Saybrook Orchestra, Davenport Pops and the Civic Orchestra of New Haven.
As the sun sets the attention will focus on the Green for a dusk screening of “Raiders of the Lost Ark,” complete with free popcorn.  “Raiders” was Steven Spielberg’s first installment of the Indiana Jones series starring Harrison Ford, with a running time of 115 minutes.
