3) Physical : a current "CT Early Childhood Health Assessment Record",

known as the yellow form. It must also include immunizations and results

for anemia (HGB/HCT), lead, and TB),

4) Proof of Income: pay stubs, a state budget sheet, Social Security, or

other income source
