Casa Otoñal has operated a child development associate (CDA) training program

in Spanish since 1998.  The CDA is a nationally recognized credential for child

care workers who are employed in early childhood programs, day care centers,

Headstart Programs or who otherwise may be self-employed as family child home

care or relative  (kith and kin) providers.  This credential is authorized by

the National Council for Professional Recognition and recognizes up to 120

hours of training in early child development, child care, health and safety,

physical and intellectual development, relationship with families, program

operation, professionalism, observing, recording children's behavior,

principles of early childhood education, in addition to 480 hours of volunteer

service working with children in a pre-school setting. This credential is

currently listed as a requirement for persons employed as paraprofessionals in

the public schools through the Leave No Child Behind education law of the

Federal government.

Upon completion of this training, CDA candidates are eligible for university

credit and continuous education opportunities through the Connecticut

Charts-A-Course Career Ladder.
