Why commemorate the atomic bombing of Hiroshima & Nagasaki this year?
Why call for abolition of nuclear weapons now?
2003-2007: Three quarters of a million Iraqis killed because Iraq has large quantities of oil but no nuclear weapons to threaten an attacking thief.

August 6 & 9, 1945: One family, then a quarter of a million of our cousins, incinerated in two heartbeats.

2007: 4000 nuclear weapons on hair trigger alert; 30 seconds for the officer in Kansas to give the President the truth or fiction of incoming missiles and 12 minutes for his reaction; even less time for Russia to react to similar information.

August 1945: Hiroshima & Nagasaki - two complex communities - wiped off the earth.

2007: A President, most Presidential candidates and a CT Senator illegally and immorally threaten to nuke Iran in a replay of turning Iraq into a holocaust.

July-August 1945: An offer by Japan to surrender as long as the Emperor is spared and a President who refused the offer until just after he exploded the myth of Western morality.

2007: The U.S. refuses to abide by the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty, which calls on nuclear powers to disarm, illegally trades nuclear material and technology with India, a nonsignatory of the NPT, illegally demands that Iran stop developing nuclear power, its right under the NPT, while negotiating with North Korea, which demonstrates it has nuclear weapons.

2007: Under pressure to do so from the U.S., Japan moves toward discarding Article 9 of its postwar Constitution against a standing military, toward remilitarizing including developing its own nuclear weapons.

2007: The Bush Administration, having renounced the Anti-Ballistic Missile Treaty, threatens Russian missiles with anti-missiles placed in Poland and Czechoslavakia.

2007: The Bush Administration continues its push to develop new nuclear weapons, refuses to support ratification of the Comprehensive Test-Ban Treaty and indicates that it will further test nuclear bombs.

1945 to 2007: 2 nuclear bombs to 27,000 nuclear bombs.

1945 to 2007: destruction of two cities to devastation of all civilization.

2007: Congresswoman Lynn Woolsey introduces H. Res. 68 calling for the U.S. to promote its disarmament obligations in the NPT, renounce the first use of nuclear weapons, stop upgrading nuclear weapons, renounce "preventive" war, abide by the Anti-Ballistic Missile Treaty, ban weapons in outer space, and related security-enhancing actions.
2007: No member of Congress from CT has co-sponsored H. Res. 68.
On August 6, 7, 8, 9
1. sign a letter urging our members of Congress to co-sponsor H. Res. 68.
2. sign a solidarity statement on a peace flag calling for nuclear abolition to be given the Mayors of Hiroshima and Nagasaki.
