New City Mag To Debut

Monthly ’New Haven’ hits newsstands in October

NEW HAVEN — Second Wind Media Ltd., publishers of Business New Haven, will introduce a new glossy consumer magazine in October. The city monthly will be known as New Haven and cover personalities, culture, politics and style in greater New Haven.

Second Wind Media was founded in 1993 by Mitchell Young, former associate publisher and co-principal of New Mass Media, then-publisher of the Advocate weekly newspaper chain, and Michael C. Bingham, former editor and publisher of the New Haven Advocate. The pair first published Business New Haven in August 1993 with Young as publisher and Bingham editor.

Bingham and Young will continue in those roles with New Haven magazine.

Approximately 25,000 copies of New Haven will be distributed by direct mail and sold on newsstands in a service area bounded by Milford, Meriden and Old Saybrook. The target demographic is readers aged 30 to 60 living in households with an income in excess of $60,000.

“Lots of cities have glossy monthlies, but New Haven will be different because New Haven is different,” says Bingham. “We are lucky to live and work in the most vibrant community between New York and Boston, and the time is right for a high-quality editorial product that reflects that energy and sizzle.”

“For 17 years Business New Haven has thrived in the business-to-business market niche in south-central Connecticut,” says Young. “Now we’re ready to deliver similar results to the many businesses in the B2C market that have been searching for a high-quality vehicle to grow their companies.”

New Haven’s marketing team will be headed by Marketing Director Anthony Bonazzo II, former vice president of ThermoSpas Inc. in Wallingford and one-time market specialist for PC Magazine, and Specialty Publications Manager Laura Whinfield, former director of advertising for the Cheshire Herald.

In addition to feature stories about the personalities and events that assume center-stage in the Elm City, New Haven magazine will feature regular departments covering culture, food, home, sports, nightlife and fashion, Bingham said.
