NEW HAVEN MAN TO RETURN TO FEDERAL PRISON FOR VIOLATING CONDITIONS OF

HIS SUPERVISED RELEASE

       Kevin J. O'Connor, United States Attorney for the District of

Connecticut, announced that TROY KELLEY, age 30, of New Haven was

sentenced today by Chief United States District Judge Robert N. Chatigny

in Hartford to 18 months of imprisonment for violating the terms and

conditions of his federal supervised release.

       On May 7, 1999, Judge Chatigny sentenced KELLEY to 60 months of

imprisonment, followed by five years of supervised release, for

possessing a firearm during and in relation to a drug trafficking

offense.  KELLEY's term of supervised release commenced on April 22,

2005.

       On several occasions in April and May 2007, KELLEY was recorded

by agents of the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives

attempting to arrange a trade of narcotics for firearms.

       Also, on May 15, 2007, KELLEY tested positive for the presence

of marijuana and PCP.

       Finally, on June 28, 2007, KELLEY was shot in the upper abdomen.

While being treated in the emergency room at Yale-New Haven hospital,

KELLEY was questioned by officers of the New Haven Police Department.

However, KELLEY did not notify the United States Probation Office of the

shooting or his contact with the police until questioned by his

probation officer on July 3, 2007.  A standard condition of probation

requires all defendants on probation or supervised release to notify the

U.S. Probation Office within 72 hours of being arrested or questioned by

a law enforcement officer.
