The future Habitat homeowner must contribute 400 hours of sweat equity in construction, a $400 downpayment, attend pre-ownership training and pay back a 25 year, 0% interest mortgage to Habitat.

Funding is being requested for the following improvements: replacement of front entryway stairs $3,000 replacement of six light fixtures $2,000, replacement of fencing along the side of building $2,500, installation of security camera in the front of the building $4,000,  new flooring covering for the third floor $5,000, new roof $15,000 and exterior painting $1,500.

Funds are being requested for the replacement of a rotten wooden flooring per code for food service area, the hallway that connects the men's and women's room bathrooms to the central dining hall.

The facility operates a full day year round pre-school program, afterschool program (10 months), evening teen program, Saturday program and a summer day camp in Durham. The program serve approximately 550 youth.  Funds  are being requested for the replacement of the roof over the gymnasium portion of the building.

	City Activity.  To provide for the inspection/testing of housing units for lead-based paint and asbestos.  Activity is provided in conjunction with the City's rehab programs. In addition this activity investigates the homes and secondary units where children have been reported to having lead poisoning.

	Location: 235 Grand Avenue. This is a unique form of community ownership of property where the residents have an active voice in the management and governance of the property where they live. MHA currently has  waiting list of names with no available units.   The following sites have been identified for rehabilitation: 13-15, 41, 45-47 49 Clay Street, 322, 339-341 Poplar St., 7-9, 15-17 Richard St., 183 Saltonstall Ave., and  1 & 2 Murray Place a total of 29 units.  In total the project will contain 43  units which includes an additional 14 units of new construction not funded by CDBG.

Provide construction management for the acquisition and rehabilitation of a minimum of 15 blighted housing units for sale to no fewer than 10 low/moderate income first-time homebuyers. Provide technical and financial assistance including on-site inspections, construction monitoring, financial counseling, referrals and direct loans from NHS.Estimated time for completion is 6 months.   In addition, existing homeowners are able to refinance mortgages if substantial rehab is required. LCI has also targeted the following single family homes  for rehabilitation: Addresses identified  12 Arch St.,  30 Stevens St., 117 Ward St.,  170 Frank St.,  69 Plymouth St., 645 Washington Ave., 611 Congress Ave., and 335 West Division St.  In addition to the small rehabs LCI will also support large scale housing development done by LCI staff and their community development partners.

	Location:  253-259 Columbus Ave.  To provide positive Youth Development Programs. The programs provide specialized services in the areas of sports & fitness, life & leadership and the arts.   Approximately 375 youth will be served.  The programs run Monday through Friday 2 pm to 6pm; during Winter and Spring vacation 8 am to 6 pm; and Saturday from 12pm to 4 pm.

	Location: 135 Sylvan Ave.  Provide the Elderly Transportation and Intergenerational After-School and Summer Programs.  The Transportation Program serves approximately 100 low income elderly clients of the Senior Center and Housing complex transporting them to and from medical appointments, banking, shopping and recreational outings. The funds also provide program support for the Intergenerational Afterschool and Summer program in which approximately 110 neighborhood children participates in educational, recreational and social activities.

	Location: 290 Grand Ave.  The education/employment  program will run throughout the school year from September through the end of June. The program addresses education and career goals whether it's job/trade training, furthering education or attaining employment.  It is expected that after 3 months into the program each youth will have identified a career path and had  developed steps to meet their goals.

	Location: 300 Whalley Ave.  To recruit, train, and supervise an ethnically and racially diverse pool of community volunteers for judicial appointment as monitors and CASA Guardians to represent abused and neglected children in the Juvenile and Probate Court. Funds will also be used to continue the youth empowerment effort that fosters a youth advocacy initiative which is guided by youth.  The CT Youth Alliance in addition to empowering youth is educating the general public and policy makers of the needs and concerns of foster youth.  Serves 200+ children from birth to age 18 and family members on limited incomes who have become their primary caretakers. The Youth Connection will be open to youth who are currently wards of the State placed in foster care.

	City Activity. To continue the implementation of the environmental component of the NH Health Asthma Program.  Tasks include identifying and documenting indoor environmental triggers, providing resources to affected families, providing outreach and education programs and the continuation of an asthma coalition work group to advocate for healthy indoor air quality and asthma management for asthmatics. The program will target families in Newhallville and Fair Haven which are two of the most populated neighborhoods and which have high rates of students without asthma management programs in schools.

	City Activity:  Funds will provide educational, recreational and social programming through a network of six senior centers located in New Haven. Programs encourage elderly individuals to participate in individual or group activities that promote physical, cultural and social development.  Activities will include arts & crafts, hobbies and games, educational/enrichment classes, exercise programs, guest speakers, field trips and social outings.

Provide intensive, comprehensive psychodynamic, psycho-educational and rehabilitative treatment services to up to 70 juveniles that have sexually offended. Program includes an extended day treatment program for group, parent and family therapy, psychological testing and evaluation, psychiatric evaluation and nursing consultation, pediatric consultation and case management.   The program is expanding to include a comprehensive community outreach component which will provide the children and their family access to additional support and resources in the larger community.

	Location: 134 Grand Ave. To provide for a Youth Mediation Training Program in an effort to reduce violence among teens. The results will provide participants with the skills to resolve their own conflicts without violence.  Funding will be used for a 12-15 hour peer mediation Trainings for youth in the New Haven School system. The peer mediation training coupled with dedicated personnel should reduce the suspension rates by allowing students to help solve the problems of their peers.  Also to provide a Conflict Resolution Workshops for 230 youth in schools and in the community. These workshops will focus on listening, communication, anger management and problem solving skills.

	Location: 230 Ashmun Place.  Offices located in Monterey Place/Dixwell and  Newhallville.  CCFC Inc. provides structured youth development programs, counseling, mentoring, recreation opportunities and community exposure.  It is the agency's goal to address the community's need for safe neighborhoods by providing at-risk youth and their families with a sense of positive usefulness and belonging and to foster positive images and reinforcement for children and youth.  Funding will be used for a twelve month program of 1.5 hours per week group enrichment activities and counseling services to youth ages 9 through 6 and their families.

	Location: 22 Wall Street.  Provide books and museum admission for field trips through the Educational Field Trip project, where early childhood programs, elementary school classrooms and after school programs can visit and explore the museum's exhibits and engage in educational and literacy-based activities.  Each group will participate in the museum's Creating Readers literacy program that provides reading experiences and books for visiting children. 55 Educational field trips are scheduled.  The program proposes to serve 1,600 children from ages 2-10, and their teachers.  Each visiting child receives a picture book and a free family pass for future use. 



	Crossroads

	Location: 44 E Ramsdell St. To provide Multiple Family Group Therapy Services in the Outpatient Behavioral Health Unit. Project proposes to empower individuals and families by providing psychotherapy groups on family recovery issues including alcohol and drug education, dual recovery issues, and relapse prevention. Project proposes that providing education and support to family members will enhance treatment efficacy and promote reintegration into the community. The Outpatient Behavioral Health Unit provides mental health and addiction services for individuals living in New Haven. Specific activities include treatment groups offered to clients in the outpatient treatment program and to the family member of their choice with group membership limited to 12 per group to address family recovery and reunification issues related to addiction and/or mental illness. 



	Easter Seals Goodwill

	Location:  95 Hamilton St.  The program offers a wide range of training, employment and educational services as well as for recreational and community participation to adults and youth with disabilities with special needs.  Funding is being requested for leverage funding for the re-entry program for ex-offenders.  Specifically for the Transitional Employment Program.  The program is a six to eight week paid internship which ex-offenders work within local businesses or in local Goodwill stores.  Before clients can participate they are required  to participate in a 30 hour job readiness project "Project HIRE"  45 clients are expected to enter the re-entry services. 



	Fair Haven Community Health Center
	25,000 
	Location: 374 Grand Ave. The program provides for comprehensive primary care services to13,500 patients in 60,000 annual visits. The funding supports the following: Pediatric Women and Infants - support and care from the prenatal period to the pediatric period to 125 newborns, pediatric groups for social networking and to decrease isolation for young mothers, enrolling patients in the WIC and HUSKY program,  recruit new families through outreach; Chronic Disease and Obesity Intervention - collaboration with city wide agency to encourage exercising , nutritional training, healthier life style intervention encouraged at the Center and school based health centers; Adolescents - focus on reducing high risk behaviors through teen clinics, preventive health care i.e. physicals, immunization, pregnancy and HIV; Pregnant Women and Infants - enrollment of 125 women in the prenatal program and recruit 125 babies into the pediatric program; Chronic Disease and Obesity Intervention -  Enroll patients with BMI into an electronic data base and actively track 100 patients for intervention and follow up, develop intervention and activities for obese children and families; Adolescents - provide 6 teen clinics, work with Farnam and LEAP to offer activities, work to develop referrals from school based health centers, and increase client base by 360 patients.

The facility is opened Saturday, Sunday, afterschool and summer programming. Offers a  Biddy Basketball program, an evening teen program,  and a  afterschool group work and recreation program. 



	Hannah Gray Dev't Corp./Ella B Scantlebury

	Location: 241 Dixwell Ave. To provide a visiting nurse who specializes in geriatric medicine who will review health histories and provide health monitoring, pre-admission screening for each applicant; nutritionist for health maintenance counseling, monitoring and meal planning; and a physical therapist to assist clients in maintaining maximum mobility and function by providing individualized exercise programs to improve endurance, strength, balance and functional abilities. In addition a pharmacist meets with the residents and explains the need and uses of the individual medications.  



	Hill Development Corporation

	Location: 649 Howard.  Provide staff support for the Homeownership Counseling & Support program for low/moderate income families. The program provides pre- and post-purchase counseling including credit counseling, debt management, mortgage foreclosure prevention and homeownership and renter counseling. Semi-monthly seminars are provided to families only in English. The financial literacy training has proven to be an essential part of keeping the home once the homeowner has moved in.  It is estimated that approximately 300 persons will be served by this program.

	Location: 400-428 Columbus Ave. To continue the ESP program which provides early intervention services and /or play group for approximately 30 families with children, from birth to 3 years old  in an effort to overcome developmental delays. The following services will be provided: meeting the child in its natural setting in order to enhance and support the developmental process;  prenatal  understanding and well being of the family unit; to provide assistance upon discharge; to provide intervention, play groups and family support; to provide a developmental monitoring system for ages and stages questionnaire, which will determine eligibility and formal referrals; developmental monitoring, group observation including speech, occupational and physical therapists, social workers or special education teachers and group sessions focusing on the children's socialization skills and to provide group sessions by interns through Hill Health Center Child Family Guidance Center focusing on socialization skills.

	Location:  116 Sherman Ave.  The goal of the program Camp Meechimuk is to provide fun and diversion to eight children between the ages of 6 to 15 affected by HIV/AIDS whose childhood has been altered by presence of the AIDS epidemic in their families. To provide respite care to at least fifty families living with HIV/AIDS by taking their children to summer camp for a full week.



	Integrated Refugee and Immigrant Services (IRIS)

	Location: 235 Nicoll Street 2nd Floor.  The agency serves refugees and other displaced people to establish new lives, provide hope, and contribute to the vitality of the community, The funding requested will provide for a program that will find housing for 20 to 30 families in an appropriate apartment, screening of the landlords, negotiating terms with landlords, furnishing of apartments, stock the kitchen with basic food items and connect the utilities. The program will also coordinate housing donations and a food bank that will serve an average of 40 families.

	Location: 169 Grand Avenue.  To expand and enhance the Adult Education program which will include an additional GED instructor, ESL and GED software for the computer lab, technical training of essential staff and community building that promotes and presents workshops to community based organizations interested in the programs.  Currently the waiting list for the ESL is thirteen students, GED classes nine students and for the computer classes twenty students. The proposed number of clients to be served is approximately 4,400.

	Location: 447 Ferry St.  Funds will support the on-site Childcare Center at the Life Haven Homeless Shelter.  Providing specially trained staff, creative curriculum, parent involvement and professional consultation to address the special needs of young homeless children and their families. Life Haven staff is trained to assess homeless children's resiliency and develop individual plans to promote protective factors for more positive behavioral and psychological outcomes in at-risk children.  At the time of participation, all children in the daycare are homeless and the facility serves 20 children in the daycare.  Funds are being requested for  a case manager that will provide individual plans for each child, maintenance of records and results, determine and monitor follow-up support for the families community involvement.
