APPLICATION FOR ARREST WARRANT

The affiant, Sergeant R. Ross, being duly sworn, does depose and state that she is a member of the New Haven Police Department and has been a member of said department since February 16, 1998, and at all times mentioned herein I was acting as a member of said department. The following facts and circumstances are stated from personal knowledge as well as information received from brother officers acting in their official capacity and from official police reports and statements made by prudent witnesses.

On December 20,2007, per order of Chief Francisco Ortiz, Jr" the Internal Values and Ethics unit commenced an internal investigation into the Robert Bennett homicide investigation. Robert Bennett was shot and killed on November 27,2006 in New Haven, Detective Clarence Willoughby was an investigator in the case, Around January 2008, the State's Attorney's Office, which is prosecuting McClendon requested that this department conduct an investigation into Willoughby's request for and receipt of so-​called department informant money to a person or persons alleged by Willoughby to have provided information assisting in the Bennett Investigation, The affiant reviewed an official department document which was a CI "request for payment" form submitted by Detective Willoughby, Detective Willoughby requested and was approved a $1,500,00 CI payment.

Through the course of this investigation, Captain J, Peterson and I learned of three other investigations in which Detective Willoughby submitted a Case Preparation Expenditure form and Informant Payment Request form, for which he received a total of $5,300,00, cash, to pay confidential informants, In each of these requests, he listed Cl's as providing information, but in only one report (Hill Shooting Spree) did he mention obtaining information from a CI.

In this incident, "Hill shooting spree", New Haven Police responded to a series of five shootings which occurred between July 11 and 12,2004, Through witness statements and ballistic evidence found at the

scene, Detectives determined that all five incidents were related, The lead investigator for this collaborative investigation was Detective M. Quinn,

In Detective Quinn's report, dated July 17, 2004, he stated that on July 13, 2004,-the Wallingford Police Department contacted the Detective Bureau and informed them that they had several subjects who they had arrested for stealing a motor vehicle and possession of a firearm, Wallingford Police believed the subjects they had in custody may have been involved in the New Haven shooting spree

On July 14, 2004, Detective D, Harrison and Detective C, Willoughby met with a concerned citizen (CC), At that time the CC provided them with a ,22 caliber handgun, which was later found to be the weapon used in all five shootings,

On July 15, 2004, Detectives interviewed two of the Wallingford arrestees. On that date, both confessed to the shootings and implicated the other subjects involved, including Dwayne Whitehead,

In Detective Willoughby's supplemental report, dated July 19, 2004, he stated that on July 16, 2004, he was contacted by a CI. The CI told Detective Willoughby who Whitehead's father was and where he (the father) could be located, Detective Willoughby did contact the father who later produced Whitehead, who was subsequently arrested for his involvement in the shootings, This is the only mention of a CI through out this investigation.

A review of this file showed that Detective Willoughby submitted three (3) Informant Payment Request forms and three (3) Case Preparation Expenditure Forms, all dated July 20, 2004, for this investigation, He requested $1500.00 be paid to CI 01-02, who is listed in the internal CI database as [redacted] B/F, He documented the reason for payment as: "He is the person who provided the information and

names of the subjects involved in the hill shootings, he also provided the gun that was used in all of the shootings."

Detective Willoughby requested $300.00 be paid to CI 01-07, who is listed in the'internal CI database as [redacted]
W/M. He documented the reason for payment as: "He is the person that gave the information that led to the apprehension of one of the subjects involved in the hill shootings."

Detective Willoughby requested $500.00 be paid to CI 01-019, who is listed in the internal CI database as [redacted] DOB: 81M. He documented the reason for payment as: "She provided the names of the individuals responsible for the shootings in the hill section. She basically the one who broke the case open."

In total $2,300.00 (cash) in CI payments were distributed in this case. It should be noted that no CI payment receipts could be located, therefore the date of supposed CI payment is unknown.

Captain Peterson and I met with [CI O1-02] who provided a taped statement detailing the following: She has lived out of state for the past five years and has not worked for the New Haven Police Department at any point during that time. She has never provided the New Haven Police Department with any information other than narcotics information. She did not provide information for this investigation nor did she receive any money from the New Haven Police Department for this shooting investigation.

Captain Peterson and I met with [CI 01-07] who provided a taped statement detailing the

following: He knew Detective "Curtis" Willoughby, they had grown up together in West Haven. He described "Curtis" Willoughby as a New Haven Police Detective, black male, approximately 6'1" tall, 240 Ibs, approximately 47 years old. It should be noted that the description [CI 01-02] provided matched

that of Detective Clarence Willoughby and this affiant knows that Detective Clarence Willoughby has lived in West Haven. I then asked him if he had ever provided Detective Willoughby with information. He stated he did not. I then showed him the case preparation expenditure form and CI request for payment form associated with these shootings, which was submitted by Detective Willoughby and listed CN 01-19 as receiving payment. He stated he remembered hearing about the shootings in the news. He further stated that he did not provide any information about these or any other shootings to any Police Officer nor was he paid the $500.00 listed on the CI payment request form.

Captain Peterson and I met with [CI 01-019 ]who provided a taped statement detailing the following: He

does not know who Detective Clarence Willoughby is. I showed him the case preparation expenditure form and CI payment request form associated with these shootings, which was submitted by Detective

Willoughby and listed CI 01-07 as receiving payment. In addition, I provided him with a summary of the incident, which was a shooting spree in the "Hill" section of New Haven. He stated that he did not provide any information about these or any other shootings to any Police Officer nor was he paid the $300.00 listed on the CI payment request form.

On December 20,2007, this affiant has requested Detective Willoughby meet with me, voluntarily, to discuss the disbursement of funds in this investigation. Detective Willoughby refused my request and has subsequently retained an attorney.

During the course of this investigation I spoke with Michael Piasecki, Management Services Supervisor of the New Haven Police Department. He informed me that the New Haven Police Department receives a percentage of money from state asset forfeitures. A portion of those state forfeiture funds are withdrawn and placed into a separate internal account for "Confidential Funds." All CI payments are made from the Confidential Funds accounts.

During the course of this investigation I spoke with Lieutenant R. Young, New Haven Police Department Records Division Supervisor. Lieutenant Young informed me that a case preparation expenditure form would be classified as a public document based on the fact that it is a record of public funds and is susceptible to the Freedom of Information Act.
Wherefore, this affiant has probable cause to believe, Detective Clarence Willoughby knowingly and intentionally provided a false written statement (case incident report) with the intent to mislead a public servant in the performance of his official function, in violation of C.G.S. 53a-157b False Statement in the second degree. With intent to deceive, he falsely completed a written instrument which he knew to be a public record (Informant Payment Request) in violation of C.G.S. 53a-139 Forgery in the second degree. And, the funds, which were in his possession and are now unaccounted for, were obtained by defrauding the public community by means of forging a public document and the sum of said money is less than two thousand dollars, in violation of C.G.S. 53a- 123 Larceny in the second degree.
