Sobriety checkpoints may be in place at the following locations:

· State Street between James and Blatchley

· North Frontage between Ella Grasso Boulevard and Orchard
· Whalley Avenue between Fitch and Ella Grasso Boulevard
· College Street between Chapel and North Frontage
