Winners Announced


14TH annual Citywide Science Fair honors 225 projects








NEW HAVEN (May 16, 2008) – Two hundred and twenty five science fair projects from around New Haven were recognized Thursday, May 15 at the 14th Annual New Haven Science Fair Awards Ceremony at Woolsey Hall at Yale University.


New Haven Public Schools Science Supervisor Richard Therrien presented honorable mentions, first, second, and third place awards in 26 categories to students from grades preK through 12 representing more than 8,000 students. Also on hand to congratulate the students were Jack Crane, Science Fair project director; Joanna Price, director of community science at Yale; Anthony Rescigno, president, Greater New Haven Chamber of Commerce; and Imma Canelli, assistant superintendent of curriculum and instruction, New Haven Public Schools.


	


Among the top prize winners at the high school level were projects from Joshua Cohen from High School in the Community for “Gassy Sensation” in physical science; Katherine and Carmella Botto from High School in the Community for “Water Pollution in the City of New Haven” in team biological; and Renee Beamon from Coop High for “Switchgrass: the next Renewable Biofuel” in individual biological.





In addition, nearly 50 special awards were given, including the Robert Apfel Award for Best Scientific Question to seventh graders Maia Robinson and Emme Zehner from Worthington Hooker for “Does your hair have muscle?”; a special Senior Creativity Award to Shaniece Anderson from Hill Career for “The Investigation of Footprints”; as well as an American Society of Metals Award to preK students from Ms. O’Brien’s class at Davis Street for “Mining for Iron”.
