I am pleased to submit the above referenced resolution for your consideration and action.

As part of the Wind Turbine Demonstration Project, the CT Clean Energy Fund proposes to install two small wind turbines and associated wind monitoring equipment at Long Wharf for a one year demonstration period.  CCEF will bear all of the costs of this installation.  At the conclusion of the demonstration period, the CT Clean Energy Fund will transfer ownership of the wind turbines to the City of New Haven.  Once installed, the turbines will generate electricity that will offset the City’s current consumption, with an approximate value of $5,000 per year.  The turbines will require minimal on-going maintenance.  The turbines present a unique opportunity for the City to acquire renewable energy generation at absolutely no cost to the City, and to demonstrate its commitment to clean energy and the environment.
