Shocked and saddened by the beating of a man whose seeming crime was to be legally stopped at a stop sign, Reverend Dr. Boise Kimber, Pastor of First Calvary Church on Dixwell Avenue in Newhallville, is calling for neighborhood residents to stand together against violence in their community.

“This man was a guest on our community; he was peacefully going about his business,” said Reverend Kimber, when a teenager driving a stolen dirt bike slammed into his truck. Friends of the young man then dragged him out of his van and beat him.
The reverend continued, “We need to hold the people who perpetrated this tragic beating responsible. We need to hold our selves and our community responsible for what happens in our community. We hurt our community and ourselves when we don’t work together. ”

Reverend Kimber asks those who saw the beating to step forward and hold the perpetrators responsible for their actions. 

“The only way we’re ever going to change things for the better in Newhallville is to first hold ourselves to a higher standard than the anti-snitch code of thugs. When we see something wrong, it’s our obligation as neighbors, as people, as citizens, as Christians, to say something.”
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
