THREE NEW HAVEN PUBLIC SCHOOLS SELECTED TO PARTICIPATE IN USDA FRESH FRUIT & VEGETABLE PROGRAM
Fair Haven School, Columbus Family Academy, and John S. Martinez School have been selected to participate in the 2008-2009 Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program (FFVP).
The FFVP provides fresh & dried fruits and vegetables throughout the school day in one or more areas chosen by the school. The program teaches students about the importance of good nutrition, including eating fresh fruit and vegetables.

The FFVP is a highly competitive program offered to only a small percentage of schools in each state. The 2007 Farm Bill expanded the program to all 50 states and eases bidding restrictions for school districts trying to acquire locally grown foods.  By participating in the FFVP, New Haven Public Schools will be able to increase its purchases of locally grown and locally raised agricultural products.  
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
