Lucille Alderman, President of the Community Soup Kitchen’s Board of Directors, is pleased to announce the Community Soup Kitchen has been selected to receive a grant from the Kraft Employees Fund. 

The grant, for $40,000.00, is the largest grant that Community Soup Kitchen has ever received. The funds are earmarked for food purchases. 

Mrs. Alderman said, “We are extremely pleased to have received this grant when we are seeing more people coming to us every day in need of a meal. So far this year we have seen 12% more people coming to our doors. Food and supplies are getting more expensive, and of course the current economic crisis is only making the situation worse. While this grant shows the Kraft Employees have great faith in the ability of the Community Soup Kitchen to meet this need, we cannot become complacent when so many people are hungry. We must use this grant as an incentive to our Board and the entire New Haven community to meet the increasing demands the Soup Kitchen will face in the coming years.” 

In 2007, Community Soup Kitchen, together with its associates, provided 59,335 breakfast and lunch meals to the Hungry of New Haven.  The “guests” of Community Soup Kitchen include the homeless, working poor, elderly, single parents, those living with AIDS, chronic substance abusers, and the lonely.

Community Soup Kitchen offers a complete well balanced hot meal four days a week in their dining room of the Christ Church Parish House at 84 Broadway in New Haven.  In addition, Community Soup Kitchen supplies food and paper goods for lunch at the Saint Luke’s Lunch Program for Women and Children, and provides food and supplies for breakfast at our associate sites at Morning Star Free Will Baptist Church, Saint Martin De Porres Catholic Church, Saint Luke’s Episcopal, and Saint Paul’s UAME church. The Soup Kitchen also supplies bagged lunches to the homeless outreach program at Fellowship Place.
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
