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Demote Senator Lieberman
Reverend Dr. Boise KImber, in his capacity as President of the Connecticut State Missionary Baptist Convention, is calling on the good people of Connecticut to help remove Senator Lieberman as Chairman of the Homeland Security and Government Affairs Committee.

Reverend Kimber says that Lieberman no longer holds the values of Connecticut Democrats as witnessed by his endorsement and active campaigning for Senator McCain and Governor Palin.

“I was astounded and appalled to see my Senator parading around and supporting a man who voted with President Bush most of the time,” said Reverend Kimber.
