Hello Everyone, 

The summer season is upon us and we, here at the New Haven Parks Department would like to invite you to enjoy the experience of sea kayaking with us. Whether you are a beginner, intermediate or experienced kayak paddler, you are just the person we are looking for. 
We will also offer full moon night paddles on the night of the full moon each month and will also have dates reserved for those who enjoy fishing from their kayaks. Lastly we will be offering a family day for the family that would like to kayak together. The above classes will be offered @ Lighthouse Point Park, as well as other destinations dependant upon participant skill level. 

Participants' individual abilities will be taken into consideration during the lessons and classes. Our small staff-to-participant ratio will allow for plenty of personal instruction and careful supervision. All Classes will be taught by certified ACA kayak instructors.
Beginner Classes : (Sit-On-Top Kayaks) 
This course is designed for participants who have little or no previous experience, or for those wanting to complement and improve their self-taught skills. The Fundamentals of sea kayaking, including paddling strokes, safety considerations, re-entry onto a capsized sit-on-top, self-rescues, Hypothermia, weather, and much more will be covered. 
Cost : $50 per person for New Haven Residents, $75 for non-Residents

Maximum # of participants: 10 per class (Ages 12+) (If a participant is under the age of 18 they must be accompanied by a participating parent or legal guardian)
Dates : July 5th, 6th & 7th 

Intermediate Classes : (Sit -Inside Kayaks)
This course is designed for participants who are looking to improve upon their paddling skills and who are looking to learn how to paddle in a sit-inside kayak. Participants' individual abilities will be taking into consideration during the lessons. The Fundamentals of sea kayaking, including paddling strokes, safety considerations, Hypothermia, weather, and much more will be covered in more depth than our beginner classes. This class will also cover the skills needed to perform wet exits & re-entry into a capsized sit-inside kayak.  
Cost : $50 per person for New Haven Residents, $75 for non-Residents

Maximum # of participants: 10 per class (Ages 12+) (If a participant is under the age of 18 they must be accompanied by a participating parent or legal guardian)

Dates : July 19th, 20th & 22nd  

Advanced Classes : (Sit-Inside Kayaks) 
This course is designed for participants who are looking to improve upon their intermediate skills and who are looking to learn how to correctly maneuver a rescue sequence, gain an understanding of the very basics of tides and currents, use of a compass (safety bearing), rules for paddling in channels with and without boat traffic, use of VHF radio and weather radio and other emergency equipment.. 
Cost : $50 per person for New Haven Residents, $75 for non-Residents

Maximum # of participants: 10 per class (Ages 12+) (If a participant is under the age of 18 they must be accompanied by a participating parent or legal guardian)

Dates : August  4th &, 6th 
Full Moon Kayak Events : (Sit Inside Kayaks) 
These events are offered for intermediate & advanced paddlers. Come join us and paddle by the light of the full moon. All paddlers will launch from the shores of Lighthouse Point Park and must be able to paddle for @ least 2.5 hours. This trip will explore different areas of Long Island Sound and will involve paddling in open water. The overall skill level of the group will determine the route taken and length of paddle. All trips will not exceed 2.5 hours but may be shorter due to overall group stamina.  Participants are required to participate in the cleaning of boats and equipment after the event. 
Cost : $50 per person for New Haven Residents, $75 for non-Residents

Maximum # of participants: 12 (Ages 12+) (If a participant is under the age of 18 they must be         accompanied by a participating parent or legal guardian)
Dates : June 30th, July 29th & August 28th
Fishing Classes : (Sit-On-Top Kayaks) 
This course is designed for participants who are looking to learn/improve upon the skills needed to fish from a kayak.  All Participants much have at least intermediate kayaking experience. 

Cost : $50 per person for New Haven Residents, $75 for non-Residents

Maximum # of participants: 5 -   (Ages 12+) (If a participant is under the age of 18 they must be         accompanied by a participating parent or legal guardian)

Dates : July 29th, Aug. 2nd & 3rd 
Family Classes : Assorted Kayaks 
This course is designed to get the whole family involved in the fun of kayaking. This is an open skill level course that will encompass basic paddling skills for those that require some instruction and will also allow for all participants to experience & enjoy a day on the water guided by our experienced staff of kayak instructors. There are a limited number of 2 and 3 person kayaks available and smaller kayaks are also available for younger participants. 

Cost : $50 per person for New Haven Residents, $75 for non-Residents

Maximum # of participants: 10 (Ages 7+) (If a participant is under the age of 18 they must be         accompanied by a participating parent or legal guardian)

Dates : July 14th & 15th & August 7th  
Kayaks, paddles, spray skirts and other necessary equipment needed for the course will be provided for all participants. 
** Upon approval by the instructors, participants may bring their own kayaks and gear if applicable. Call for more details.
