Major Professional Activity

I retired in May 2013 as Associate Professor of Education at Sacred Heart University where I was also past Director of the Five-Year Master of Arts in Teaching Program (2009-2011). I retired in 2005 as the Executive Director of the School Development Program at the Yale University Child Study Center where I led the effort to disseminate the Comer Process developed by Dr. James P. Comer (Associate Dean of the Yale School of Medicine). During my 19-year tenure at Yale, I established partnerships between schools of education, social service agencies, and local school districts to improve the education and development of school-aged children.  I also worked with schools of education for curriculum reform driven by partnerships with secondary and elementary schools. In the systemic reform initiative, I helped communities organize a supportive network of child and family service providers to work with schools to improve the holistic development of children and adolescents. I also aided the turnaround efforts in some of our nation’s largest school districts resulting in unprecedented levels of academic achievement and social and emotional growth of children.
During my final four years at Yale, I worked with staff to provide training to university and public schools officials to increase the skills and knowledge needed to create mutually beneficial linkages. These strategic partnerships allowed both institutions to reform teaching and learning practices.  Our overall strategies brought state of the art information to teachers in local school districts, provided early, real world experiences for teacher education majors, and positioned university faculty in schools to gather the data needed for curriculum reform. I also worked with the American Broadcasting Company (ABC) to design the retrospective analysis of the racial attitudes of the first integrated kindergarten class in Shaker Heights, Ohio. The information for the study was used to produce an ABC special that aired in August of 2005.
I have provided direct consultative services that have aided schools and school districts in developing an array of services that address the health, psycho-emotional and intellectual needs of children and their families.  I have provided consultation to such groups and policy-making bodies as the National Commission on Children and the Education Commission of the States.
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
